The pompadour has been given the brush-off,
fashionable hairdos are flat-on-top and slick

lthough a woman will have a change of hat for every flight of

whimsy, she clings tenacliously to the same hairdo year after

year. Many a halr stylist has turned gray contemplating this
female contradiction.

Paced with the unprofitable, consistent popularity of the
pompadour, hairdressers have tried repeatedly, and with little sue-
gess, to get American women to abandon last year's halrcomb. This
winter, stylists are at it again - trying to persuade thelr customers
to return to the parts and flat-top haircombs that were in vogue
all through the twenties.

Parts are not flattering to the majority of people unless they
are combed with an eye to the shape of the face and the irregular=
ities of its features, This is the primary reason Women are reluec-
tant to adopt the fashion. To help put them over, coiffeurs are pro-
moting the idea that hair, parted in the right place, alters and im-
provesa person’s appearance almost as effectively as plastic surgery.

Mona Manet, a make-up and coiffure specialist who operates
a fashionable salon in New York's East Fifties and who also directs
a beauty shop for the WAVES at Hunter College, designed the six
hairdos on these pages to illustrate this idea. Miss Manet is con-
vinced that “corrective parts” can camouflage a long nose, deep-
set eyes, receding chin, badly balanced cheekbones and other
facial defects.

Side and center parts have always been the most ¢0mmon Lypes.
Today, however, stylists are using several variations. Women with
heart-shaped faces can dramatize and sharpen facial lines by
parting their hair through the center. Those whose features are
not oo well-formed will do better to go in for the more becoming
diagonal part shown on the opposite page. Similarly, round
cherubic faces like the one below and Jeft, appear leaner and
longer with the help of a side part—it cuts the width of the face.
Long and angular faces can be shortened or softened by a hori-
zontal part. It's shown with the fringe of bangs below,
