FRENCH

than they had before Hitler came into power in 1933).

They encourage intellectuals ond artists.
They are the representatives of culture.

They give us more liberty than the other occupying
powers.

THEY LIKE THEM BECAUSE:
They expropriate everything. |
They strip factories of valuable machinery.
They hate us and are taking revenge.

They speak to Germans about war debts while they
have nothing.

They arrest small Nazi fry but let big capitalists off,
scot free.

They keep their war prisoners instead of replacing
them with Nazis.

They consider Nazis who joined, particularly be-

fore 1933, more guilty than the true profiteers from
1937 on.

They allow the .Cc:thohcs, who are harboring the
Nazis and who are re-arming the Nazi party, complete
freedom.
