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Beyond the Call of Duty

Exclusive of the Purple Heart, which a man
receives when he is wounded, often right at the
forward dressing station, the Army awarded
1,400,409 decoratwns for gallantry and meritori-
ous service since we entered the war. The Na-
tion’s highest award, the Congressional Medal of
Honor, was made to 239 men, more than 40 per-
cent of whom died in their hemic service; 3,178
Distinguished Service Crosses have been award-
ed; 630 Distinguished Service Medals; 7,192
awards of the Legion of Merit; 52,831 Sllver
Stars; 103,762 Distinguished Flymg Crosses 8,592
Soldlers Medals; 189,309 Bronze Stars; and 1 ,034,-
676 Air Medals. Exclusive of the Air Medal and
the Purple Heart, the Infantry received 34.5 per-

cent of all decorations, the Air Corps 34.1 per-

cent, the Field Artlllery 10.7 pércent, Medical
Personnel 6.0 percent, and all other arms ‘and
services 14.7 percent.
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
