The icebergs of the Southern C .c:ean
according to the Monthly \erteGre}lagzw
cal Chart of the Indian Ocean, pub-
lished by the British \Ieteamiomcai
Office, attain dimensions far exceedmg
those of similar fermatwnq in the
northern hemisphere, and are also
greater mn number. As many as 4,500
different bergs have been ‘actually
counted in a run of 2,000 miles: esti-
mated hexghts of from 800 to JGO it
are not uncommon, and instances of
bergs with lengths of from 6 m 82
-mﬂes are numerous.

In March, 1910, for instance, the
steamahxp “Prima,” passed some 2,000
or 3,000 icebergs in two days, while
steaming about 500 miles in a north-
westeriv direction from 54 deg. to 47
deg., south latitude,
