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SENDING PRESIDENT WILSON’S WAR-SPEECH
TO THE GERMAN TRENCHES.

Thousands of copies of the message, in which the President declares that our quarrel is not
with the German people but with the German Government, have been sent over from the
French lines by aeroplane and baloon. The first tangible fruits of this missionary enterprise
were reported from near San Quentin on May 11, when more than fifty German soldiers, “ev-
ery man with his hands up and each waving a white paper which proved to be one of the Ger-
man copies of the President’s address,” crossed No Man’s Land and surrendered.
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
