Officers serving in the Zone of
Advance will be issued ali articles of the en-
listed man's uniform and equipment they
need; and, when their duty in the trenches
is over, they will return all such articles,

NEATNESS IN DRESS.

In c¢onnection with these new regulations
concerning clothing, it is strictly laid down
that every effort must be made at all times
by the officers and@ men of the A.EF. to pre
sent a neat and soldierly appearance. When
men are not actmally engaged on field sery-
ice, it is directed that uniforms wili be
pressed and  brushed, and that belts, leg-
gings, shoes, boots, and brasses will pe
cleaned and polished. Hven when on active
service, it is reqguired that advantage pe
taken of every opportunity to c¢lean uniformg
and equipment.

“No soldier,” says the order, “will pe
permitied to leave his command on pass unless
be presents a neat and soldierly appearance,
which will be determined at an Inspection by
an officer.’
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
